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What You Should Know About Dumping?

Directorate of Anti-Dumping

What is dumping?
Dumping occurs when goods are sold to importers in UAE at prices that are lower than the selling price of comparable

goods in the country of export or when goods are sold to UAE at unprofitable prices.

What are the conditions to impose an anti-dumping duty?

An anti-dumping duty may be applied only if the following conditions are met:
1. Dumping.
2. Material injury to the domestic industry.
3. Causal link between dumped imports and material injury.

How an anti-dumping duty is calculated?
The anti-dumping duty is determined on the base of the dumping margin which is equivalent to the price difference

between the normal value of the like product in the exporting country and the export price to UAE.

Normal value-export price / export price*100% = anti-dumping duty%
150$-100$=50%/100$*100% = 50%

What is injury in anti-dumping investigations?
The injury caused to the domestic industry may take the
following forms:
1. A material injury
2 2. A threat of material injury
3. A material retardation to the establishment of
a domestic industry.
The examination of injury includes an objective analysis of
all relevant economic and financial factors having a bearing
on the state of the domestic industry, in particular:

» Examination of whether there has been a significant increase in dumped imports, either in absolute terms or
relative to production or consumption in the importing Member.

> Examination of the effect of the dumped imports on prices in the domestic market for like products.

» Examination of the impact of the dumped imports of the concerned product on sales, profits, output, market
share, productivity, return on investments, or utilization of capacity; factors affecting domestic prices; the
magnitude of the margin of dumping actual and potential negative effects on cash flow, inventories,
employment, wages, growth, ability to raise capital or investments of the domestic industry.
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What is the domestic industry?
The domestic industry shall be interpreted as referring to the domestic producers as a whole of the like product or to
those of them whose collective output of the products constitutes a major proportion of the total domestic production

of those products.

What type of information is provided in the anti-dumping complaint?

A written complaint must include information on the UAE produced goods, the alleged dumped imports, the domestic
industry and conditions in the UAE market. Also, it must provide evidence relating to the dumping of the imported
goods and the resulting injury to UAE industry.

What is the duration of a definitive anti-dumping duty?
The duration of a definitive anti-dumping is at least five years from its imposition unless it has been determined that the

expiry of the duty would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of dumping and injury.

How a provisional anti-dumping duty is imposed?

Provisional anti-dumping measures may be applied on imports of the concerned product not before 60 days from the
date of initiation of the investigation for a period not exceeding nine months to protect UAE producers until the final
determination is made.

How anti-dumping duties are imposed?
The anti-dumping duty is imposed with respect to only the exporting country(ies) under investigation and not to all
imports of the concerned product and such an anti-dumping duty shall be calculated for each exporting country and an

individual margin of dumping for each known exporter concerned of the product under investigation.

What kind of anti-dumping duties can be imposed?

An anti-dumping duty takes the form of increased customs duties, most commonly these are:
« Ad valorem duties (i.e. a percentage of the value of the imported good),
«  Specific (i.e. a fixed amount per unit of imported product).
«  Compound (i.e. a an ad valorem duty to which is added a specific duty).
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How does the anti-dumping process work?

The imposition of an anti-dumping duty shall be in conformity with the following proceedings:

»

Submission of an anti-dumping complaint: the domestic industry or its representative shall submit a written
complaint to the Directorate of Anti-dumping.

Examination of the complaint: the Directorate of Anti-dumping will examine the complaint to determine
whether there is sufficient evidence to justify the initiation of an anti-dumping investigation.

Publication of a notice of initiation of an anti-dumping investigation: if the conditions are met, a notice of
initiation of an investigation is published in the Official Gazette.

Conduct of the investigation: an anti-dumping investigation shall normally be concluded within in one year
during the course of which the Directorate of Anti-dumping will give full opportunities to all interested parties, in
particular, exporters, producers and importers, to submit their views, hold public hearing and send questionnaires
to the involved parties to collect relevant information.

Publication of the decision to impose an anti-dumping duty: if all the conditions are met, an anti-dumping duty
will be imposed on imports of the concerned products originating in or exported from the exporting country(ies)
concerned.
